Main character is a homeless Iraq 

War vet suffering from PTSD and living out of his car in 

Brooklyn. CAUTION: Includes strong street language. 

7 Iraq for Sale 75 minutes Uncovers the connections between private corporations 

making a killing in Iraq and the decision-makers who allow 

them to do so. Features Blackwater. 

8 Arlington West 60 minutes Documents the temporary cemetery in the sand erected every 

Sunday on southern California beaches by Veterans for Peace. 

Honors the fallen US soldiers. Includes interviews and video 

contrasting the enthusiasm of fresh recruits with veterans 

returning from combat. 

9 Beyond Good and Evil 37 minutes Examines how the rhetoric of good and evil has taught children 

to dehumanize the enemy, justify their killing and treat the 

suffering of innocent civilians as necessary sacrifice. Includes 

interviews with children, child psychologists and teachers.
