Alas, Libya

As unhappy as many of us are at 
seeing the United States getting involved 
in yet another international conflict, 
there are important differences about 
how we got involved in this one.  This 
time the U.S. really is acting in accor-
dance with a UN Security Council Reso-
lution—one that long-time critics of U.S. 
military action, could have vetoed but 
didn’t.  Plus, although Libya is an Mus-
lim country, this time the Arab League 
itself called for the U.S. and its allies to 
take the exact action it did.  The very 
dissidents we claim we are doing this 
for, after being threatened with extermi-
nation by their own government, pleaded 
for this very action (unlike the Iraqi we 
claimed to be ‘liberating’) and have fre-
quently expressed dissatisfaction that we 
haven’t acted more forcefully on their 
behalf.

That said, here’s two Gazette opinion writers on US involvement in Libya. 

MtDPJC Board Debates Libya Question 
When is War justified?  When an aggressor attacks a smaller, peaceful na-

tion?  When a dictator tortures and disappears it critics?  When one ethnic group 
begins ‘cleansing’ as a way of cementing its right to shared territory?   When a 
country harbors terrorists who work abroad to destabilize perceived enemies?   
When a madman’s planned genocide send millions to death camps?  When is War 
justified?  This question has been much on the mind of the MtDPJC Board of 
Directors these last months as we ponder the situation in Libya and an appropriate 
response. 

In this particular case, our mandate to take a principled, unified stance when 
US military personnel are ordered into a war zone has been thwarted.  Board dis-
cussions of the Libyan situation quickly revealed as many views as there are 
spellings for Kaddafi:  On one side, those who support this action as a UN-
sanctioned humanitarian effort to prevent an impending bloodbath and strengthen 
the ties with the Arab world; on the other side, those opposed to intervention, ei-
ther as pacifists (who cannot morally support any who have resorted to violence 
to gain their ends) or political realists/cynics (who believe this an imperialistic 
adventure to exchange access to Libyan oil for the E.U.’s support of the  Dollar as 
the global currency).  Two of our opinion columnists have taken up this debate 
below, and here’s your chance to contribute to the discussion.  Peace Gazette 
readers and Peace Center members are encouraged to send in letters with your 
views regarding the civil war in Libya and the NATO bombing raids.

Not Libya, Too!

     The UN-mandated, NATO-run 
bombing of Gaddafi holdings in Libya 
has been popular topic of debate around 
the Peace Center.  Indeed, many pro-
gressive voices have praised the action 
as averting a potential ‘genocide’.   Al-
though no sane person would ever want 
another Somalia or Serbia, still many 
alarm bells go off when considering our 
involvement in Libya.  
    **From the outset, the Libyan upris-
ing has been a civil revolt. No rival 
Muslim sects vie here for power; nor is 
there a push for ‘ethnic cleansing’.  So 
by definition there can be no genocide 
per se in this case.  Whatever peaceful 
protests initiated the conflict have since 
degenerated into armed insurrection, 
and when people move from non-
violent protest to violent revolt, they 
willingly put their own lives on the line.  
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The US has no moral prerogative to protect 
willing, armed combatants by the killing of 
innocent civilians, even if the very grand-
children of Gaddafi. 
   **To suggest the USA doesn’t use Libyan oil so our 
motives must be pure here, neglects both the intricate web 
of economic relations with Europe which guides our for-
eign policy, as well as basic geography.  Except for a 
pesky little body of water, Libya practically borders on 
Europe, so naturally the European Union has come to feel 
Libya’s oil is their oil.  In simplistic terms, since the US 
backs Europe’s right to secure this future energy source, 
Europe in turn will back the US dollar as the global cur-
rency against the up-and-coming Chinese yen.  (For more, 
see Project Censored www.projectcensored.org.) 
   **The Arab Union has asked for the US to intervene-- 
in Africa?!  Yes, North African nations are largely Mus-
lim, but they are wholly African, so why does what the 
Arab Union wants even matter here at all?  Why doesn’t 
the Arab Union seek resolution of the real Arab uprisings 
on its doorstep, like that in Yemen where peaceful protes-
tors are being brutally repressed?  Besides, how many 
members of the Arab Union can truly be considered de-
mocratic?  Clearly, calls for democracy suit much better 

Furthermore, complaints that the Obama Administra-
tion took this action without consulting Congress fall a 
little flat in light of the fact that a resolution calling for a 
“no-fly zone” and Gaddafi’s exit from power passed the 
Senate just weeks before the action was taken. 

Claims that the U.S. and allies are acting hypocriti-
cally in this instance, though more to the point, aren’t very 
convincing either.  Obviously, even if international sup-
port for such an action could be generated, neither NATO 
nor the U.S. has the resources to act militarily on behalf of 
demonstrators being repressed by every totalitarian regime 
in the region.  And it’s hard to argue that, just because we 
can’t do everything we should do nothing.   

The suggestion that this is an ‘imperialist plot to guar-
antee access to Libyan oil, and/or to ensure the hegemony 
of the U.S. dollar’ is hard to take seriously.  The oil im-
ported by the U.S. comes overwhelmingly from Canada, 
Mexico, and Nigeria.  It’s mostly Europe that imports Lib-
yan oil and its access to that source was not in jeopardy 
before this conflict.  It’s hard to believe that the rapid rise 
in oil prices fueled by oil speculation occa-
sioned by this very conflict has improved 
the position of the dollar in world currency 
markets! 

That said, our involvement in the es-
tablishment of a “no-fly” zone in Libya is 
deeply troubling at several levels.  In its 
mad scramble to adapt American policy to 
the wave of discontent sweeping the Mid-

dle East that it did not anticipate and was totally unpre-
pared for, the Obama Administration has allowed itself to 
get sucked in, more and more, into a Libyan civil was that 
is, increasingly, tribal in nature.  Like the struggles for 
freedom in neighboring Tunisia and Egypt, the unrest in 
Libya began with peaceful protest.  But, faced with the 
violent reaction of the regime, peaceful protest degener-
ated, quickly, into armed insurrection—only to discover 
that the air force (staffed, as it was, by members of Gad-
dafi’s own tribe) was on the other side, along with the 
tanks and artillery. 

Under these conditions, pressures for “mission creep” 
are becoming almost irresistible.  Already, the U.S. and its 
allies have expanded the operation far beyond the original 
UN mandate.  The “no-fly” zone has become a “no drive” 
zone then been escalated to attacks on Gaddafi’s personal 
compound.  And despite Obama’s assurances that “regime 
change” is not the point of the military operation, pres-
sures to go down that road are becoming irresistible as 
well— and we all know how well that’s worked out for us 
in the past!  

     What position should the Peace Cen-
ter take in all this?  Since Libya is now 
in the midst of a civil war, we should 
take the same position we would take to 
any other war—a negotiated settlement 
that will stop the killing and gain for the 
Libyan people as much respect for their 
human rights as is possible under the 
circumstances.

   **Even though the War Powers Act is 
practically meaningless these days, it is 

still quite troubling that the latest appropriations bill passed 
by the Senate had a provision tacked on that allows the 
President to declare war, all official-like and with little com-
ment.  
   **Economic boycott and even blockade have been tradi-
tional preliminary steps in attempts to avert warfare.  Lately, 
we seem to be ignoring the niceties in favor of jumping right 
in, guns blaring.  Cowboy mentality still rules, even though 
terrorists are like hydra and sprout new heads from every 
one  removed    Now, OBL has become a martyr. 
   **Right on time, the bombing of Libya as a headline news 
item gave way to the assassination of Osama bin Laden, 
which relegated Libya to the back page, done deal, old news
-- even though unsuccessful, even though we have killed 
over 700 Libyan innocents. 
   **Finally, let’s remember morality. Over 6100 US mili-
tary dead, hundreds of thousand of civilians slain, uranium-
depleted leavings causing untold future misery here and 
abroad, US veterans catastrophically maimed and PSTD-ed, 
all the environmental and psychological damage of war in-
flicted on innocent populations— nothing about these mili-
tary incursions is morally defensible.

    Throughout history, people have been brutally judged and 
verbally abused for being different.  First, the Jews in the 
Holocaust and later on, the African Americans as slaves. 
Even today, gays and  lesbians are bullied and harassed on a 
daily basis. Almost every person in the world has some sort 
of connection to discrimination and this is mine. 
     Since I was a very young child, I 
was always larger than all of my female 
classmates. Never quite confident with 
my appearance, all of the teasing 
brought me severe trauma. It took me 
until the end of sixth grade to realize 
that I shouldn’t care what others think 
about me, and only care about how I 
feel. A 
couple weeks after I came to that con-
clusion, things took a turn for the 
worse. 
     Constant abuse from a fellow stu-
dent had brought me to a point of such 
low self-esteem that over that summer 
between sixth and seventh grade, I suffered from an eating 
disorder. Not a horrible case, but a mild form of anorexia.  
All summer the only thing I could think was that my 
“friends” had nothing to tease me about anymore, but sadly, 
that wasn’t the case. At the start of seventh grade, the new 
phenomenon was “pick on Rachel because she has a big Jew-
ish nose.”    
     While this verbal torture continued throughout the year, I 
realized that I had to take control of my life again. I was let-

ting these abusive pre-teens scramble my emotions simply be-
cause I was too cowardly to stand up to them.  Around May of 
that year, a group of them were calling me a toucan, and I de-
cided to put an end to it right then and there. I simply stood my 
ground and stated that their opinions were irrelevant and that I 
was proud to be Jewish. Standing up for myself felt so amazing 
that I planned to every time anyone tried to tease me. Eventu-

ally, the teasing stopped due to the fact that 
antagonists are fueled by reaction and I no 
longer responded to their childish actions. 
     From that ordeal, I learned that the best 
way to stand up to a bully is to confront 
them. Hold your ground and call them out 
on every wrong doing they have done. Not 
only is this an amazing way to gain confi-
dence, but standing up to a bully could save 
someone’s life. Friends of gays, lesbians, 
bisexuals, and transgenders have to protect 
their friends from bullies who threaten to 
kill them, as Kurt’s friends did for him to 
Kerowsky on Glee. 

     Honestly, I know that bullying and abuse will be an ongoing 
problem, but more than anything. I feel that the key to coexis-
tence is tolerance. Learning more about your abuser after the 
teasing has subsided helps lead to forgiveness. Over this eighth 
grade year, I have become great friends with the boy who 
caused me great mental trauma in sixth grade and I have com-
pletely forgiven him. Not only is no one perfect, but everyday 
people call out others’ flaws. I know it won’t happen in my life-
time, but I would like bullying to come to a stop, one confronta-
tion at a time.
