Get Out of Irag and Into America by Eric Anschutz

The recent collapse of a bridge in
Minnesota reminds us once again of
the shoddy state of America’s infra-
structure. Not just bridges, but also
roadways and railways and dams and
levees and sewers and water mains
and electricity transmission lines
across America are in urgent need of
update and repair. Much of our na-
tional infrastructure was built years
ago, at a time when our population
was less and demand was lower;
moreover, greatly improved materials
and technologies now available were
not known at the time of original con-
struction.  Those who administer
roadway and bridge construction in
Minnesota had been aware for some
time that the now-collapsed bridge
was in need of major repair or recon-
struction. Sadly, reluctance to make
the needed funds available (which
would have required imposition of
higher taxes and or deferral of other
priority projects) caused the state to
postpone plans for a new bridge until
2020-- much too late, as it turned out.

In contrast, we are always ready
to spend tax money on our war ma-
chine: nearly a trillion dollars and
counting in Iraq alone. Additional
hundreds of billions are wasted on
gold-plating our already bloated arse-
nal of high-tech weapons, many of
which have no relevance to our “war”
on terror. New fighter aircraft and
missiles are under development when
our current systems are vastly supe-
rior to those of any other country.
Anti-ballistic missiles are being de-
ployed in Alaska, although tests of
this technology have failed repeat-
edly, even though rigged to make
them easy to pass. A new generation
of nuclear weapons is being devel-
oped, despite the thousands already in

force that has long since ceased being in disrepute all

a threat. Our battleships roam the
seas, and we maintain hundreds of
military bases all over the world, in-
cluding bases in Ethiopia and Iceland.
What a loss it is: All of this weaponry,
all the hundreds of billions of wasted
dollars, all the brainpower misem-
ployed for decades on military tech-
nology, all the talent so greatly needed
for inner-city schoolrooms or for labo-
ratories dedicated to finding solutions
to our real problems.

When will we regain our senses
and begin to turn our attention to
America’s real problems? Weapons
research and construction has only one
purpose, and that is to bolster our mili-
tary-industrial complex, the very one
that Eisenhower warned against so
many years ago! No one was listening
then, and no one is listening now. Con-
gress gets stampeded annually into al-
locating ever greater amounts in the
name of national security. The result-
ing waste of resources fuels our na-
tional insecurity by taking money and
talent away from places that really do
need support and which reaihill in-
crease the security of the people of
America. Never has renewed funding
for such things as education, infra-
structure, health care, full employ-
ment, global warming, revived auto-
mobile and general heavy manufactur-
ing industries, and regained leadership
in science and technology been more
important.

The Bush administration continues
to bluster about Iran, warning the
world that “there will be conse-
guences” if Iran continues with ura-
nium enrichment and with providing
roadside bomb technology to the Shiite
militia in Iraq. Added to that, we are
